Australian Rifle Team were the winners at the World
Championships in New Zealand.
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Chairman's
Message

The first few months of 2019 have heralded a positive
beginning to what I believe is a renewal of optimism
and direction of the NRAA.

What better way to start the year than with the
outstanding results of our teams and individuals at the
TR World Long Range Championships, held at the
Seddon Range, New Zealand in February. While the
details of our successes are included within this edition
of the ATR, it would be remiss of me to not recognise
the success of all the Australian teams. The prestigious
Palma Match was won by Australia for the first time
since 1988, the Australian Veterans team took out the
Veterans World Teams Championship, repeating their
victory of 2011, Gold went to the Under 25’s, while the
Under 21's won Silver. Overall, Australian Teams won
five Gold medals and one Silver.

Individually, Australians were prominent in all matches,
with an Australian medal count of four Gold, three
Silver and two Bronze. NRAA members who arrived

home with the title of World TR Champion included
Steve Negus (Open), Mark Buchanan (Veterans) and
Christopher Schwebel (Under 25%). In addition, Jim
Bailey won the Bellinger Belt in the NZ Championships.

Add to these the recent F Class World Championships
results, both individual and teams, and one can
only conclude that Australian shooting is currently
experiencing a resurgence in the international arena.

This sense of optimism and reinvigoration is also
reflected in the workings of the new board. At the April
board meeting, an extra day was set aside for a rigorous
workshop that set out to develop a realistic and updated
way forward for the NRAA. Five tasks were identified to
be developed and completed in time to present to the
November AGM. They are: Development of the strategic
plan; investigate a new ammunition supply policy;
introduce new disciplines; and develop a comprehensive
national database, including a membership renewal
system and the development of a Centre of Excellence,
which will offer courses and exemplars covering for
example, coaching, safety and high performance.

The ‘new’ board has started with enthusiasm and vision
and its members bring with them a wealth of skills,
backed up with appropriate qualifications, both formal
and practical, that I believe will set the NRAA on a firm
path towards a stronger future.

Thanks need to be directed to the retiring Chairman,
Gordon Duncan, for his stewardship over the past five
years in the role.

As the incoming Chairman, [ will endeavor to always
Advance Shooting as A Positive Sport (ASAPS), and
ensure that the NRAA provides the best possible
leadership and service to members. I intend to enhance
the NRAA’s connection and communications with
state associations, and will always be open to comment
and advice. There will also be an added emphasis on
Directors forming sub-committees within their specified
portfolios with the aim of improving the scope and
quality of decision making.

Member ‘gradings’ and
‘badge allocations’

After considering the current NRAA “grading system”
and “OPM aggregate badge allocation”, I would like to
suggest some possible changes to the NRAA board and
to the committees that organise Open Prize Meetings
(OPMs) that, I think if adopted, could enhance our great
sport in the area of competition.

These relate to possible changes to the way the NRAA
determines a shooter’s average and grading, and a
recommendation on how aggregate badges could be
allocated in national, state and territory or OPM events!

Current Situation regarding average
calculation

The NRAA shooter’s averages are based on an average
of their most recent eight competition results where the
top score of the competition represents 100%.

My proposal

Average to be based on an average of their most recent
five competition results where the top score of the
competition represents 100%.

My rationale

In the event that a member only shoots a single or two-
day OPM event yearly, it may not necessarily reflect his

or her current skill level for some extended period of
time.

Whereas a rolling five-year average would more
realistically reflect his or her current skill level earlier.

Current situation regarding shooter grading

The NRAA defines “TR” shooters with a rolling average
of 97% or more as “A” grade, a shooter with a rolling
average of 92% to 96.99% as “B” grade and shooter
with a rolling average of below 92% as “C” grade for
each competition entered.

The NRAA in “F” standard defines a shooter with a
rolling average of 95% or more as “A” grade and the
remaining as “B” grade.

My proposal

Maintain the NRAA current procedure to determine
each shooter’s average, but delete the means of
determining A, B and C grades by a set percentage.

Replace this practice by introducing establishing grades
based on the number of entries at any OPM.

In the case of TR competitors, a third of entries at any
OPM, state, territory or national competition on the day
of competition become A grade, the next third become
B grade and the last third become C grade based on
their NRAA averages. This is similar to the “Division
System” used by the West Australian Rifle Association
(WARA), but still retains the traditional A, B and C
grades.

In F standard, 50% of entries would be in A grade and
the remainder in B grade again based on their NRAA
averages.

My rationale

OPM organisers try to have trophies of similar value
for each grade of competition, but with the existing
percentage based system, too often there is an imbalance
between TR A, B and C grade entries. This is generally
depicted by lower A grade entries than the substantial
B grade entries and often only a few C grade entries.
Similarly, this approach could be adopted in F Standard
to determine A or B grade entries.

By the adoption of an equal numbers in each grade, the
cost associated with presenting similar value trophies in
all grades is vindicated.

Current situation regarding allocation of
aggregate badges

The allocation and number of badges presented as
“aggregate badges” in all disciplines and grades is
currently left to the discretion of the organising bodies.

The fairness of the number of badges allocated in each

grade is often an area of contention by competitors. As
all disciplines and grades pay equal entry costs, many
complain that the current badge allocation within
grades in a many events does not reflect this fact.

My proposal

That the NRAA adopts and recommends to all state
and territory rifle associations, and that they in turn
recommend to their state OPM organising bodies,
that in fairness to all competitors in all disciplines and
grades that an “established minimum percentage” (to
be determined, but a suggested percentage could be
one third of all grade entries) of competitors in each
discipline grade be awarded an aggregate badge.

To overcome the problem of establishing how many
badges should be purchased, intially I would like to
suggest that initially only a first, second and third badge
be ordered for each discipline grade and presented, the
remaining agreed percentage of competitors would be
presented with an “I.O.U.” badge. After the event, the
required number of badges would be ordered and when
received, forwarded on to the winning recipients.

Australian Target Rifle

My rationale

In many cases currently, the value/merit in winning
an aggregate badge has no correlation to competitor
entry numbers in each grade, and therefore has varying
values as to their worth (degree of difficulty in winning
the badge).

By establishing aggregate badge allocations based on
competitor numbers in each discipline by grade, all
badges become equally hard to win and therefore of
similar value in the eyes of fellow competitors.

[ would welcome all comments in favour or against my
suggestions from the NRAA board members responsible
for grading and competitions, or the committees of any
organising bodies of OPMs on any of my suggestions,
which I put forward in the interest of further improving
our target shooting competitions.

George Wittorff was appointed the NRAA Director responsible for administering the NRAA’s
Standard Shooting Rules (SSRs) at the beginning of this year.

This is the first of a series of articles that will appear from time to time in the ATR. The aim is to explain
new and amended rules and to generally inform members and keep them up to date with the SSRs.

Rules Matter

Article by George Wittorff

Since being appointed as the NRAA Director
responsible for the administration of the SSRs, 1
have been somewhat surprised at the constant flow
of emails requesting information, interpretation and
adjudication on a wide range of areas of the rules.
They range from questions relating to Blow-Off shots,
artificial rests, pointing and meplatting, muzzle brakes,
shooting mats and sights, as well as questions relating
to policy matters relating to Match Rifle and Service
Rifle Assessment.

Hopefully, I have been able to either give a satisfactory
answer, or direct the questioner to the correct rule.

The Golden Rule - 11.2.3.2

A number of members who enquired were quick to
inform me that that they had been told by ‘the club RO’,
or ‘so and so, who has shot for Australia’ “that if the
rules don’t say you can’t, then you can”.

WRONG! The Rules are clear on this point.

Rule 11232 states: “Where any condition or matter
arises which is not covered by any of these rules
such condition or matter shall be deemed to be not
approved.”

Due Process

The rule goes on the say that “application for approval
can be made through a state or territory association to
the NRAA provided the required notice is given”.

This process applies to any rule that a member
may see as needing amending, deleting or adding.
Once 1 receive a submission, my policy will be to
circulate it to each state/territory association for
comment, and then upon receipt of feedback and after
any appropriate editing, | will take the matter to the
board for approval and inclusion in the SSRs.

While I am always available to members for discussion,
[ strongly suggest that firstly you read the rules, which
can be accessed by going to the internet address www.
nraa.com.au and then accessing the link to the rules.
If in doubt, your first port of call should rightfully
be either your Club Captain or Club RO.

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History has been Made

The first international match shot was the NZ Match.
This is the Australia Match format. The Veterans
and U25s shot alongside in their respective matches.
Our Veterans and U25’s in the Palma team shot with
their respective teams which worked well. The Open
Australian team have been victorious the previous two
years for the NZ Match and this win completed the hat-
trick, setting a new record for Australia in NZ.

[ do not believe that Australia have had such a
convincing win over Great Britain in an Australia
Match format in the past few decades. Australia won
every range and kept building the lead overcoming
their nemesis at 1000 yards where Australian Teams
traditionally come unstuck.

The NZ match win certainly set the tone for the rest
of the competition with unparalleled dominance by the
Palma Team members in all of the NZ championships
and World Individual Championships.

This certainly rattled all of the Palma teams and was
quite evident in the fact that, personally observing GB
over the last five Palmas, they have never once turned
up on the Palma practice day. They did this year!

In preparation for the Palma, I had made the NZ

championships non-compulsory, however the WILRC
was mandatory in order to ramp up performance and
was used as the final selection tool to establish the 16
shooters for the Palma Match.

Of the six matches making up the Palma course of fire,
Australia only lost the initial 800 yards by three points
to the USA. The weather forecast led me to believe
that day one was going to have the heaviest gusts and
wind strength. I asked the shooters for patience and
the coaches for discipline and we were rewarded for the
day. I was of the opinion that whoever led on day one
should capitalise on ‘easier’ conditions on day two, but
let’s remember this is Trentham after all and nothing is
predictable.

Conditions at the 800 yards, where Australia were the
only team to go clean with a significantly higher V- Bull
count, was just a teaser. The 900 yards was difficult but
patience allowed us to enter the final 1000 yards 45
points clear of the USA, 51 ahead of GB and a hefty
80 ahead of Republic of South Africa (RSA). Having
an almost three points per shooter cushion going into
1000 yards was a great confidence booster for the team.

We came out after lunch expecting everything to calm

down and have an easy waltz to victory, but it did the
opposite.

After numerous cautious stops and starts with brutal
heavy gusts surging over the right shoulder and time
beginning to erode, we made the decision to attack at
the top of the surge builds as well as the bottom using
a pilot shot and volley fire in short bursts.

As confidence grew, we were able to sustain lengthier
short bursts. It took discipline to pull up the coaches
and wait with three bulls and an inner or bird on our
targets compared to mostly two inners, a bird and an
outer on the other teams targets, whilst the dramatic
wind changes favoured our final score line.

A win by 77 points and 165 centres over the GB
team and almost 100 points over the USA was a
comprehensive win of almost five points per shooter.

This is Australia’s third ever win of the Palma trophy
in 143 years, and has been reported by all of the
Palma nations as probably the most dominate overall
championships by any single nation ever!

A significant part of our win was the fact that all 27
members of the team worked extremely hard preparing
for NZ and the management group left no stone
unturned formulating the winning code.

Prize Meetings

Reports of any shooting events should
include details of where and when the
event was held, the conditions and
competitors on the day and a summary of
key scores such as aggregates. Additional
material regarding the equipment used by
the winners and photographs of the event
are also welcome.

Queens Prizes

Reports of Queens Prizes should include
information about the conditions and
competitors, the lead-up, Queens, teams
and other associated events. Scores should
be provided for all badge winners and
included in the report as text. (ie. Not in
table or spreadsheet form).

Good photographs allow us to feature an
event. Cameras should be set at as high a
resolution as possible. It is often advisable
to have more than one photographer and
to include a variety of photographs by
email or CD including shots of: the range,
the competitors, the winners and trophies.
Presentation photographs can also be
included, but often the presentation
area has poor lighting and doesn’t
allow adequate time to set up good
photographs for publication purposes, so
additional photographs of the event can
be important.

Submission Guidelines

Cover photographs

Photographs suitable for a cover should
be provided at very high resolution. (300
dpi and 2Mb or above). When taking
cover photographs, consider the framing
of the photograph with the subject in the
foreground and allowing some background
(sky or range) for the positioning of the
ATR banner.

Deadlines

Think ahead. Good publishing is all about
planning. If you are advertising an event,
it can be helpful to prepare and submit
advertising material up to four months
ahead. This allows time for the editing and
publication process and assists readers
to plan their attendance at your event.
Deadlines for the next two issues of
ATR are published in the front of each
magazine.
