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To Bring Back a Level

The introduction of F Class Standard was to enable 
shooters to transit from Peep to Scope, and allows 
older and new shooters to continue shooting and enter 
into a new area of target shooting at a reasonable cost.

But rules and regulations were not sorted out and 
changes were made on the go.

Now we have shooters using F Open and Bench Rest 
Pedestal rests in F STD, costing up to two thousand 
dollars.

Many shooters feel this is not a level playing field as 
they have a real advantage and edge over bipod rifle 
shooters, and it is not fair competition and the added 
cost involved is a real deterrent for older and new 
shooters wanting to shoot F STD.

Proposal Number 1:
1. F Class STD A, as is per rules but one grade.

2. F Class STD B, as per rules but with bipod only and 
308 and 223 standard-weight projectiles.

Proposal Number 2:
1. FTR A, as per rules 8.25kg limit and weight projectiles.

2. FTR B, as per rules 8.25kg limit with standard 308 
and 223 projectiles only.

We are asking that all members and clubs give due 
consideration to these proposals and voice your opinion 
through your club and association.

Brings back the skill of the shooter, not the equipment 
and keeps the movement going.

On looking at the results of a few prize meets of late; 
it is disappointing to notice the decline of numbers 
competing. Thankfully the emergence of F Class has 
boosted numbers considerably. 

It was somewhat ludicrous that at the recent National 
Championships held at Brisbane, only 71 Target Rifle 
shooters and 87 F Class participants attended out of an 
NRAA membership base of somewhere between 6000-
7000 members. We need to change how we compete 
or we shall struggle, if not die, in the foreseeable future.

The South Australian Rifle Association surveyed the 
financial members some time back to try and find the 
reason why they did not support our local OPM and 
state Queens competitions. Of our 500-600 members 

Time for Change
in SA, it seems that it is the same 50-60 people that 
attend OPMs.

Of those that answered the survey, many cited many 
reasons such as cost, lost the desire to compete, some 
are happy to have a few shots on Saturday afternoon 
and a couple of quiet drinks and a chat and enjoy the 
camaraderie etc. 

However, a few did mention that why should they 
pay large entrance fees when they have no chance 
of competing with the five per cent of competitors 
that take most of the prizes home as they have far 
better skill level than the average competitor. As a 
consequence, we are losing potential numbers in our 
sport.

This brings me to why I have written this article. What 
have horse racing, trotting, golf, junior swimming, 
amateur athletics and yachting – to name a few – have 
in common? Competitors can compete with a handicap. 

In fact, the definition of handicap is: 
Handicap in sports and games, is a method of offsetting 
the varying abilities or characteristics of competitors in 
order to equalize their chances of winning. 

I recently went out to tea with a lady a month or so ago 
who, by the way, is closer to 70 than 60 but she was 
absolutely thrilled that she went to a golf tournament 
the previous week and won the handicap section. She 
is the first to admit she is no top-line golfer, but she 
played well and consistently the whole three days to 
take out the prize. As she said, she now has to practice 
harder as her handicap is now lower.

This, in essence, is what we need to strive for in our 
sport. All our prize meets are awarded to top of rifle 
and there is no consideration for the rest that support 
the host club.

I have recently introduced a handicap system based 
on the grading average on the NRAA website, which 
seems to work well in so far as it is generally a shooter 
that is a lower standard that has had a good day that 
wins a small prize, and it has the effect of encouraging 
participation, which I feel this sport lacks somewhat 
as it only caters for the higher ranked shooters of our 
sport.

I have convinced three clubs in SA to try the 
handicapping out and we gave out some bottles of 
wine for the top five or six handicap placings. They all 
went away happy knowing they got a small reward for 
their efforts. I am going to try this out at the next SA 
Queens held at Lower Light to see what results we get, 
time will tell.

If anyone would like a copy of the program let me know 
and I will only be too happy to send you a copy. Beware 
I have only a basic understanding of Excel spreadsheets 
and no doubt there are those out there that could 
greatly improve on my work but be my guest. 
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The NRAA Position on Non-Affiliated Clubs Using 
the NRAA’s Standard Shooting Rules (SSR) and the 
Potential Impact to members.

The NRAA has recently been made aware that some 
clubs/associations have elected to not associate with 
the NRAA and that there are non-affiliated clubs/
associations conducting competitions using the SSRs. 
The NRAA Board wishes to highlight the risk that clubs/
associations and individuals may expose themselves to 
in deciding to not affiliate with the NRAA and to either 
conduct / or attend competitions being run by non-
affiliated organisations using the SSRs.

The following points are made in relation to this matter:

•	 The SSRs is a Copyright document, the intellectual 
property being owned by the NRAA. Clubs/
associations may not use the SSRs unless they 
are affiliated with the NRAA. The NRAA may 
seek legal action for the use of these rules by non-
affiliated clubs/associations.

o	 There is a subsequent implication to range 
approvals. Many State and Territory Police Forces 
will stipulate the use of SSRs as part of the 
range approval and as such it forms a key risk 
mitigation strategy for the Police. The NRAA 
Board will inform respective S&T Police Forces 
that the club/association is not permitted to use 
SSR and this could jeopardise range approvals.

•	 In terms of conducting or attending a Competition 
run by a non-affiliated club or association:

o	 The scores will not count towards any grading.

o	 Non-Affiliated Clubs/individuals may not 
nominate/participate in District, S&T or 
Australian Team.

o	 You may not use NRAA provided targets.

•	 The NRAA provides significant individual and 
Committee indemnity and medical insurance.

•	  If you run or participate in a shoot organised by a 
non-affiliated club/association:

o	 As a non-affiliated Member you are not covered 
by our insurance. You therefore place yourself at 
great risk if you cause an accident/incident or 
are exposed to an accident or incident. This could 
culminate in you (the individual) being personally 
liable or not covered for medical costs/loss of 
work earnings.

o	 As a Committee Member, you will not be 
protected by the NRAA Indemnity insurance 
policy. Should legal action be taken against you, 
you will find that you are not covered and that 
you may still be personally liable.

o	 As a Range Officer, Butts Officer or visitor – you 
are not covered by the NRAA insurance policy.

o	 The NRAA has a range of other insurance 
policies that will no longer cover you.

•	 Access to NRAA projectiles, powder, targets and 
other items will be at full cost recovery price and 
not the NRAA subsidised price. The NRAA or 
respective S&T Association can, in its discretion, 
chose not to sell you products.

In summary:
•	 NRAA Members should be aware that are not 

protected when they attend a shoot that is not run 
by an affiliated Club.  For those Clubs who have 
elected to not affiliate with the NRAA, we believe 
you have exposed yourself to great personal and 
collective risk. 

•	 Should NRAA members choose to attend a 
competition that is run by a non-affiliated Club - it 
is our Duty of Care to inform you that you will not 
be covered by NRAA insurance and that you attend 
at your own risk. 

In addition, the Board of the NRAA urges S&T 
Associations to bring the above to the attention of all 
clubs under their jurisdiction, especially when noting 
that under Section 7.4 (a) of the NRAA Constitution, 
the annual subscription for each State or Territory 
(Member), is determined by multiplying the annual fee 
as set at the AGM by the number of ordinary members 
of that S&T (Member) registered at the commencement 
of that Financial Year.

In other words, S&Ts are liable for the NRAA affiliation 
fee for all their registered members, whether those 
registered members/clubs believe they can opt out or 
not.

Birmingham, 26/7/’07.
Dear Straightbar,— I suppose all Australian riflemen 
turned all sorts of back somersaults when they got 
the news that our Wally (W C Addison) had won the 
King’s, but I will bet you never saw such a lot of excited 
beggars as we were, as the big burly South Australian is 
one of the best fellows I ever met. I suppose you would 
like to have my version of the trouble that arose over 
Padgett’s score and I am well able to explain it all, as I 
shot right through the final stage on the next taget, and 
Ardill was on the same target as Padgett, and Smith of 
3rd Lanark was my mate. 

Now, although the range officers tried to keep all 
coaching down the four of us worked well together and 
cracked a good many jokes. At the 800 and 900 ranges 

Smith and I got through about three shots ahead of the 
other two, but at the 1000, Smith’s second shot was not 
marked and he challenged, and as we were near the 
end of the bunch it took a long time to get his target 
examined; they gave him an outer and put his target up 
again without a spotting disc and Smith demanded to 
know where his shot was. The range officer came back 
again and said it was on the edge of the target and 
they couldn’t put the spotting disc on. It took another 
5 minutes to telephone up and find out which edge the 
shot was on. 

This delay took over 20 minutes which put us very much 
behind. Now Padgett was poking all sorts of fun at us 
over this delay and then he fired his sixth shot which 
went off just in the usual way and when his target didn’t 
go down, he challenged it, had the target examined and 
got word back “a clean target,” then he pulled his empty 
shell out of his rifle and it was a little blackened round 
the cap; he turned round to the scorer and said “What 
do you do with things like this,” showing the scorer 
the shell. He said this was a defective cartridge and 
the scorer called the range officer (the same one that 
delayed us) and showed him the shell. 

The officer said “Give him another cartridge” and 
rubbed out the miss the scorer had on the board. The 
scorer altered the card, and the officer initialled it.

One officer said we should have been finished long ago 
then I banged again and got a magpie and Smith got 
another and then we couldn’t get our last shots off as 
this dispute was going on. At last we got them away 
and they were a miss to each. While Smith was aiming 
for his last shot a policeman ran right in front of his 
rifle. My score at the 1000 was 5555535430-40. I soon 
forgot the treatment we got when I knew Wally had 
to shoot off with Hope, but I was very sorry for Smith 
as he was a grand little chap. Then Ardill and I were 
called into the inquiry and after gerting the particulars 
and the faulty cartridge (which was just the same as any

other when you wiped the little black off) they decided 
that Addison and Hope should shoot off for first but 
we, who knew what Addison is made of, gave Hope 
no hope. He, however, kept on the target but not 
close enough to the middle of it and the result was 
as you all know. Hope firing first 4 3 3. Addison 
5 4 5. They shot off on the one target. I can’t 
explain just what happened as we all 
went mad, for it was such a grand 
finish to our week’s shooting.  
I was a little hero until the 
King’s finish and Addison 
blew my light clean out.

We only wanted one more 
point in the Kolopore 
(which a good number have 
the cheek to say I could 
have got had I been included 
in the team), to have made it 
a throughly Australian Bisley. In 
fact ihe papers called it Australia’s 
Bisley, as it was, but we wanted that 
one more point.

You will see by the slip that I am enclosing 
I won £87 in boodle and £40 in Scotland 
and the “Telegraph” (Cup) which is half as 
big as myself and valued at 50 guineas. 
Some of our fellows said I should have 
tried to get money instead but I have 
the cup. All the Australians got great 
receptions when they went up for their 
prizes.

All first Prize winners had to parade and be 
presented with their prizes by Princess Christian and 
this poor child had to go up three times and got quite 
well acquainted with her Royal Highness. She said, 
“What! again! You must be an excellent shot.” But 
Addison blew my light out again as she pinned his 
medal on him. 

I am sending you a post card of the little family I got 
round me. I told you before that Fulton supplied the 
team with rifles. All the other ten used Motty’s and 
you will see by the card what use they made of them, 
taking the first eight in the first stage of the King’s the 
total was only two points behind this score and four 
“Motty’s” got into the King’s final. I have sold rifles to 
nearly all the team since the meeting, Addison included. 
All the team want me to start business in the rifle line 
in Sydney and I am thinking very seriously about it. 
Anyhow I am fetching 60 barrells and 20 rifles out with 
me and a good breeching up set and a good set of tools. 

Ardilll, Edye and I leave for Canada via. Liverpool 
on the 8th August. We go to Quebec, Montreal and 
Toronto. Another crowd go on the 22nd via New York. 
They are Addison, Dawson, Howitt, Cutler, Edwards, 
Wittington, McLeod. McCally and Hick are going in 
another boat across the Atlantic. I think Major Marshall 
will go over in time to see us shoot in the “Palma” in 
Ottowa, on September 5th. We are all sailing from 
Vancover in the Aoranga on September 13. The British 
team will be with us on that boat and we are looking 

forward to a good time as we know the British team 
well, and they have some great cards amongst them.— 
Hooray, “Harry.”

P. S.— There are two things I should have added in my 
last notes. It was from the ridiculous to the sublime. 
In the morning after the King’s a crowd of us got 
together and they were having a good laugh at 

my expense. I told you the range officers tried 
to keep all coaching down. Well, when we 

started at the 900 in the “King’s” a range 
officer was behind me and of 

course a large crowd besides. 
I started with 5 for sighter 
and then 2 2 3 2—9 for the 
first four shots and I was 
muttering something and 
the range officer shouted 

at me “I will not have this 
talking amongst competitors,” 

and it fairly broke the crowd up 
when I sat up and said to him “I 

am talking to myself. I have just got 
three outers and a magpie”. The range 

officer laughed and said it was enough to 
make anyone talk to himself. 

Well, we were just joking about it when in 
came a lot of 14 cables for Addison, and 
he started to read them and was joking 
and laughing over each one as he read it 
and he came to one and he said here is 
one from Townsville, from “Gill,” Motty. 

Then he opened one near the last of the 
bundle, and when he read it tears stood out 

in the great fellow’s eyes and he couldn’t speak. 
He handed it to us. The cable was from his father and 
all that it contained was “Good Son.”

What a thing it is to be notorious. I have had three 
letters from people claimling relationship with me. I am 
not sure whether they are or not until I find out how 
much money they have got.— “Horray” again.

In years gone by, heavy mirage and poor 
sighting were the major challenges. 

This year was exceedingly interesting, as the conditions 
were rather benign, and sighting remained very good. 
Thus 2019 was to be a test of rifle accuracy and razor-
sharp shooting skills, both man and machine had to be 
at the top of their game. 

Those who had invested the time and energy to 
prepare accurate equipment without shortcuts would 
reap rewards. Due to this, it was also supremely 
important that shooters did not lapse in concentration 
for an instant, as dropping even one V or X had serious 
consequences on the rankings. 

In this way, whilst different, 2019 would prove to be as 
much a mental challenge as one of raw wind-reading 
ability. Under these conditions some fine scores were 
posted, none better than the 60.10 posted by Craig 
McGowan at 500m.

A huge part of the NQRA Queens Prize experience is 
to immerse yourself in the lighthearted fun along the 
way. 

At the end of day one, two FO competitors found 
themselves vying for the daily aggregate trophy. 
Without enough ammunition for a shoot off, it was 
left to Chairman Bruce Scott to decide how to resolve 
the tie. What better way to finish off a great day of 
robust competition on the range than by having the 
two competitors trying for “nearest the pin” with a golf 
ball each and a bucket. Plenty of laughs and a great 
example of the fun of the NQRA Queens experience!

DRA TEAMS
This year, an alternative DRA team completion was 
trialed due to many DRAs being unable to field full 
teams of the various disciplines in the past.

The new competition, we believed, was fair as well as 
provided an excellent competition for all disciplines to 
work together. Obviously, the best team theoretically 
would comprise a mix of all disciplines.

This seemed to be a good idea as a couple of delays 
during the morning meant we run over time so the 
short afternoon competition allowed some relief to all.

Despite the fact that MDRA-1 decided to run with four 
TR shooters, the skill of those members took home the 
gold.

While the scores may seem widely apart when compared 
to the estimated individual scores, they varied only by 
a point or so. The major determining factor was Jim 
Bailey using a target rifle, while Steve Rigby FO and 
Peter Johnstone FS scored well above the average 
score for their discipline. 

Good coaching and a solid plan worked to their 
advantage.

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Frank Hurst 
1927 – 2019

Obituary by Bob Smith  
and Matt Hursta
Farewell to our good mate. 
Frank was born in Canberra 
on the May 9, 1927, he was an 
only child. When he was aged 
about three, he and his parents 
moved to England where they 
ran a green-grocery store. After 
a couple of years, they returned 
to Canberra and opened a green-
grocery store there. Four years 
later the depression forced the 
family to sell the store.

They travelled around rural 
NSW doing short to long stays 
on farms and properties. His 
father worked on the land 
and his mother worked at the 
homestead.

When Frank was around 11, 
he and his parents moved to 
Sydney city where his father, 
William Hurst, worked as a chef 
in a hotel.

When the second world war 
broke out, Frank’s father decided 
to join the cause. He was sent 
to Singapore to defend the 
island. Sadly, he was killed by 
the advancing Japanese on the 
February 11, 1942. 

It would have been difficult for 
Frank as young man to deal 
with the loss of his father, he 
researched his service and death, 
collecting photos and stories. He 
also spent many ANZAC days 
with the remaining men of his 
father’s brigade.

Frank began his shipwright/ 
boat building apprenticeship 
around the age of 15 at Garden 
Island. Around 1980 Frank was 
promoted from his managing role 
at Garden Island to manager/
caretaker of Ryde Naval dockyard 
facility. He received a redundancy

package in 1986 and he and his 
wife Joy built their house on a 
block of land he had owned for 
some time at Terrigal.

Frank always had a love for the 
land from a young age, and in 
1987 they purchased a farm, 
affectionately named by Joy as 
‘Thimble’, close to Wingham on 
the mid north coast. Over the 
following years, Frank and Joy 
spent their life between the farm 
and Terrigal.

From an early age, Frank 
developed a passion for long-
arm target shooting. This was 
something he carried with him 
throughout his life, travelling 
around New South Wales and 
Canberra regularly to compete 
in prize shoots. 

He originally shot with Sydney 

Naval Club at ANZAC Range 
and then transferred to Gosford 
District Rifle Club where he 
was a member for many years. 
During his time with the club he 
was elected Captain, Secretary 
and remained a Range Officer 
throughout.

He had many close friends at 
the club. For his services, he was 
awarded a life membership. His 
photo is displayed on the wall of 
the clubhouse.

Frank Passed away at the age of 
92 in Sydney with his wife Joy by 
his side. He will be remembered 
by all as a man of great integrity, 
character, patience, warmth, 
kindness and perhaps most of 
all, generosity.

Australian Target Rifle

Requirements
All written material should be sent as plain text. No 
tables, headings or spreadsheets are needed - just a 
basic word document or email is best. All headings, 
tables and formatting are added in later as part of 
the typesetting process. Text in Times New Roman 
font at 12 point is preferred.

Photographs should be sent as a .jpg or .tiff 
format and can be submitted either as a separate 
attachment to an email or on CD mailed directly to 
the ATR Post Office Box. Please provide captions 
for all photographs – either as the filename of the 
photograph or listed in the report. Do not embed 
photographs into documents as this renders the 
photograph unusable for publication. 

Prize Meetings
Reports of any shooting events should include details 
of where and when the event was held, the conditions 
and competitors on the day and a summary of 
key scores such as aggregates. Additional material 
regarding the equipment used by the winners and 
photographs of the event are also welcome.

Queens Prizes
Reports of Queens Prizes should include information 
about the conditions and competitors, the lead-up, 

Queens, teams and other associated events. Scores 
should be provided for all badge winners and 
included in the report as text. (i.e. Not in table or 
spreadsheet form).

Good photographs allow us to feature an 
event. Cameras should be set at as high a resolution 
as possible. It is often advisable to have more 
than one photographer and to include a variety of 
photographs by email or CD including shots of: the 
range, the competitors, the winners and trophies. 
Presentation photographs can also be included, 
but often the presentation area has poor lighting 
and doesn’t allow adequate time to set up good 
photographs for publication purposes, so additional 
photographs of the event can be important.

Cover photographs
Photographs suitable for a cover should be provided 
at very high resolution. (300 dpi and 2Mb or 
above). When taking cover photographs, consider the 
framing of the photograph with the subject in the 
foreground and allowing some background (sky or 
range) for the positioning of the ATR banner.

Deadlines
Think ahead. Good publishing is all about planning. 
If you are advertising an event, it can be helpful to 
prepare and submit advertising material up to four 
months ahead. This allows time for the editing and 
publication process and assists readers to plan their 
attendance at your event. Deadlines for the next 
two issues of ATR are published in the front of each 
magazine.

Contributions to ATR are genuinely appreciated and 
these guidelines are intended to assist in making the 
process as easy as possible.
